INDICATOR 2 “Civil society operates within an environment which maximizes its engagement in and contribution to development”

INDICATOR 3 “Engagement and contribution of the private sector to development”

INDICATOR 4 “Transparency indicator: information on development co-operation is publicly available”
 

Note, that currently there are ongoing informal consultations with the OECD on Indicator II.

 

As a reminder, these are the 10 indicators as set out in the post-Busan monitoring framework:

1.     Development co-operation is focused on results that meet developing countries’ priorities (use of country results frameworks)

2.     Civil society operates within an environment that maximizes its engagement in and contribution to development

3.     Engagement and contribution of the private sector to development = Measure of the quality of public - private dialogue

4.     Transparency: information on development co-operation is publicly available

5.     Development co-operation is more predictable

6.     Aid is on budgets that are subject to parliamentary scrutiny

7.     Mutual accountability among development co-operation actors is strengthened through inclusive reviews

8.     Gender equality and women’s empowerment

9.     Effective institutions: developing countries’ systems are strengthened and used

10.  Aid is untied
