Egypt – violence
We are writing to you on behalf of (….NAME OF YOUR ORGANIZATION) to express our deep concern over the situation in Egypt.

The government has also given instructions to all employees in public sector companies and the employees of the government to go out in demonstrations with the intent to sabotage the real protests in Tahrir Square in Cairo. The ensuing violence is seriously escalating, with deadly consequences.
The (….NAME OF YOUR ORGANIZATION) stands by its Egyptian colleagues in independent trade union organisations, who always stood firm in defence of workers' rights in spite of the extremely difficult and often times overtly hostile circumstances.
